RUSKIN BOND :
AN ICONIC

WRITER OF INDIA

Ruskin Bond, thougha British descentbut an
eminent conlemporary Indian writer who mostly
writes about India, Indian people, Indian culture,
tradition, etc. By flesh and blood;heart and soul;
ethics and sentiment; culture and temperarn ent, he
is a pure Indian. He is one of India’s most prolific
writers in English, mostly writes for children, but
adult are also equally appealed by his creat®ons.
Bond has been writing novels, poems, essays, and
countless short storiessince the 1950s. and the
Sahitya Akademi Awarded honour his work of
literature.

Ruskin Bond was born on May 19, 1934, in
Kasauli, Himachal Pradesh,grew up in Jamnagar,
Dehradun & Shimla and presently settled down in
Mussoorie. He was the son of Edith Clarke and
Aubrey Bond. His father served in the Royal Air
Force and frequently moved from place to place
along with his son. When Ruskin was only eight
years old, his parents got separated and his mother
left him to Tive with his father. Later, she married
to a Punjabi Hindu. Ruskin had a complicated
relationship with his mother; she was rarely there
to offer him help and aflection. As a consequence,
distance grew between the mother and the son.
However, the loving care of his father helped him

n‘wl:—..—.sh ,

to g:rjv up. But this happiness did not last long,
following the sudden demise of his father. After

this, ht moved to Dehradun where his grandmother
was sfaying. It was she who reared him. Ruskin
got higearly education from Bishop Cotton School
in Shignla. During his school years he won several
wriling competitions, including the Hailey
Literature Prize and the Irwin Prize. In 1952, he
completed his graduation and moved to England
and stayed at his aunt’s house for four years.

Despite his suffering and lonely childhood,
Bond developed an optimistic outlook on life. He
chose'the path of becoming an earnest writer
because his father also wished him to follow that.
Therefore, he found solace in reading books and
that habit was also infused in him by his father.
Some of his favourite writers that attracted him
include T, E, Lawrence, Charles Dickens, Charlotie
Bronte, Rudyard Kipling and many more.

At the age of seventeen, when Ruskin was
residing with his aunt in London, he began to write
his first novel, “The Room on the Roof”. The
novel depicts the life of an Anglo-Indian teenage
orphan who runs away [rom his strict guardian to
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live with his friends as he was unhappy with

theirtyranny.  The book has a strong
autobiographical element as it is based on Bond’s
actual experiences living in a small rented room on
the roof in Dehradun, However, the book was not
published until he was twenty one. Nevertheless,
after its publication, the book caught the attention
of the readers leading to be awarded the John
Liewellyn Rhys Memorial Prize in the year 1957.
ts success inspired him to write the second book
calledVagrants in the Valley. Since then he has
written several novellas, over 500 short stories, as
well as various essays and poems, all u}“which have
established him as an icon of Indian literature,
Subsequently, he returned .frm?-l Enngd to
India and worked as a journalist in .DeIIu and
Dehradun for a few years. Later he resugﬁ,ned from
the job of journalism and setﬂ:ad d-.nwn in a Emi'l”
town located in the Himalaya:n io_n‘tl:nlls, Mussoorie,
where he dedicated himself in writing and a}dﬂf)ted
it as his profession since 1963. During Lh.is um‘e,
his essays and articles were regularly published in
AUMEerous magazines, such as The Pioneer, The
Leader, The Tribune and The Telegraph etc. Till

w he has written over five hundred short stories,

The simple people who inhabit his
stories bring forth sympathy and laughter in equal
measure. This wonderful collection of seventy
stories, including classics like *A Face in Dark’,
“The Kitemaker’, “The Tunnel’, ‘The Room of
Many Colours’, *Dust on the Mountain® and
‘Times Stops at Shamli’, etc. Bond used both
traditional and modern narrative techniques with
equal ease and Prudency. Dialogues and dramatic
variety to his stories and touches of wit and mild
humour add a new energy to his dialogues. He has
a large gift of understanding human temperament,
His use of humour and irony is simple and humble.
They are fabricated in the the story in such a way
that it becomes integral part of the story and do not
acquire the form of technical device. Dehra or
Dehradun and Mussoorie have been the source
inspiration of all his stories and his love for the
small town makes him live there and keep writing
about the town, its people, thei. occupationand life-
like colours of everyday life. Regarding the
mountain, the writer comments that mountains have
never been the area of attention and concern for

. many writes in fiction. The sea or river or the paddy

fields have been celebrated in fiction by so many

- great novelists, but not the mountains in all their

works so profusely. But to Bond as a writer, the

. mountains have been very kind in every sphere.

The recurring themes of Bond's stories are
those thatare relate with the the core of life. They
defy the lie or the sheer mad thrill of pain and
anguish. The themes of his stories develop from
the characters. The plot is not much significant; in
fact there is not any plot in the midst. It is more or
less a study of character or a portrait of a person. In
an interview, Bond says: “I am not a successful
novelist, although T have worked in both mediums.
I have written hundreds .f short stories and | am

happier and more successful in short-story form.”

' Some of the most highly acclaimed stories which

have drawn the attention of the readers are: The
Blue Umbrella;Time Stops At Shamli; When
Darkness Falls; The Night Train At Deoli; Rusty,
the Boy from the Hills; A Handful of Nuts; A
Flight of Pigeons,The Cherry Tree, Susanna’s
Seven Husbands etc.

Even after numerous creations, it took a
considerable time for him to receive the critical
attention from the critics. Meena Khorana, a
biographer, in her “A Critical Biography
ofRuskin Bond”, has done an impressive job by
covering a vast partof Bond’s life in this. She has
not only given a complete coverage of Bond's life
up to now, but has also defined the post-
independence Indian literary identity and its relation
and with British writings. The first five chapters
of Khorana's book follow Ruskin Bond’s life, with
a particular focus on his childhood and adolescence,
We see the young Ruskin migrate from his home
in India, lo Britain for a short, and back to the
foothills of the Himalayas, where he has stayed,
more or less, ever since. The biographer has put
forward a critical discussions on Bond’s
autobiographical work, including The Room on
the Roof (1956); The Young Vagrants (1957), and
many short stories and poems. The next two
chapters focuson Bond's vision of childhood and
his use of natural imagery. In the last chapter,
Khorana highlights the point, how Bond, has been
trying to avoid the controversy and confusion
around the variously-used label of *Anglo-Indian,
against him. He rather prefers instead to call himself
simply “Indian,” because most of his stories are

steeped in the culture, religion, and indeed. the very
soil of India. In *Angry River,” for example. he
“firmly anchors the story in the Hindu tradition
through the characters of Sita and Krishan and
strongly tied to Sita and Rama (an incarnation of
Krishna) in the Ramayana. one of the primary
Hindu texts. Most of his stories describe the
richness of rural life and promote many of the
fundamental Indian values found in mainstream,
post-independence Indian children’s literature, such
as the sanctity of family and respect for elders ete.
In particular, he depicts relationships between adults
and children where children are not wiser, and
where they rarely challenge the adults. He also
shows his deep love for the natural world of India.

Though Ruskin Bond is known mostly for
his writings for children but he is a versatile writer
whose writing style caters to all ages. This 85 years
young writer celebrates India,it's common people
and especially the Himalayan mountains in his
writing like nobody did before.

Some of other notable works of Ruskin Bond
includes Blue Umbrella, A Flight of Pigeons and
Funny Side Up. His works have also been adopted
for television and film. A BBC TV- series is based
on his novels, short story “Susanna’s Seven
Husbands” was adapted into a film as *“7 Khoon
Maaf” and film “Junocon” is inspired by “A Flight
of Pigeons”.Bond is so much affiliated to his
writings that on his 83 birthday he released two
books: Looking for the rainbow :My Years With
Daddyand Confession of a Book Lover. Lastly
on behalf of a countless admirers of Ruskin Bond,
I pray the Almighty togrants him a long life and
sound health.

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LOCAL PEOPLE PARTICIPATION IN TOURISM
DEVELOPMENT OF ASSAM

Tourism is today the third largest industry in
the world after chemicals and fuels. It brings hope,
prosperity and Understanding to so many lives and
livelihoods all over the world.

The UN General Assembly declared 2017 as
the International Year of Sustainable Tourism for
Development and its five pillars are:

1.  Economic: Yielding exclusive growth,

2.  Social: Bringing decent jobs and empowering
communities.

3.  Environmental: Preserving and enriching the
environment and addressing climate chznge.

4. Cultural : Celebrating and preserving
diversity, identity and tangible and intangible
culture, and

5.  Peace: as an essential prerequisite for
development and progress.

During 2016, India witnessed growth rate of
9.7% in Foreign Tourist Arrival which was more
than double of the pace with which International
Tourist Arrival across the world grew, Further India
occupied 13" rank globally in the world’s Tourism
receipts and stood at 7" position in tourism receipis
within Asian and the Pacific region. Assam has
tremendous strength of tourism attraction like
scenic beauty, cultural variety, diverse flora and
fauna. Such wealth of tourism resources endows
Assam with comparative advantage over many
other states.

Assam 18 richly endowed with by nature to
become a tourist spot, but mere having a good
number of tourist spot is not enough unless all the
minimum requirement stated above are readily
available.

LOCAL COMMUNITIES AND TOURISM
DEVELOPMENT:-

People participation or public participation
is'a process in which people can influence projects
and decision making on issues that are relevant to
their lives and the environment they livé in, By
providing the public with necessary information and
allowing their voices to be heard, the quality of plan
is expected to improve with the local people’s idea,
opinions and knowledge.

Apart from the economic benefit the local
people receive from tourism, their involvement is
beneficial because they create an * effective
environmental stewardship that builds on
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indigenous, local and scientific knowledge,
economic development, social empowerment, the
cultural heritage and the creation of interpretive and
nature-leaked experiences for tourist learning and
cross culture appreciation.™

COMMUNITY PARTICIPATION IN
MANAS NATIONAL PARK:-

In Manas National Park, as a result of the
tribe’s cooperation, who stays in and around the
park, poaching declined, tourism gradually restarted
and it became possible to rebuild the park’s
infrastructure.

The highlight of the recovery has been the
unigue way, in which the participation of the local
youth has been actively sought for the management

of Manas and its buffer regions.
Volunteer groups from the local NGO’s,

Green Manas and Manas Bandhu slowly began to
persuade local militants/youth to help conserve

rather than destroy the park. _
With the help of National and International

NGOs, some of the youths were also trained to act
as Nature Guides for small ecotourism enterprise.
Now the recovery park can be called ‘regained
paradise’.

[FAW (International Funds For Animal
Welfare) volunteers are working with local
communities around Manas to boost anti poaching
efforts and equip rangers so that wildlife can
flourish safely ounce again in the world heritage
location.

Assam Tourism Policy 2017 has also taken a
number of steps for community involvement in
tourism. For eg:

1)  The Tourism Department will run awareness
programme on Responsible Tourism among
the localpeople with the help of local
management commitiees.

1) It will also facilitate Entrepreneurship
Development Programme through ITE and
Employment Generation Mission (EGM) to
develop local entrepreneurs,

IT) The Dept. shall do a mapping of Local
Handicrafts, art etc. which are fast
disappearing. And would like to restore and
promote among the new generation
artisans and thus preventing its extinction.

IV) In respect of general ambience around
touristic properties and in picnic spots, the
day to day management such as cleanliness,
hygiene maintenance, waste management,
pollution of water bodies and monitoring of
pay and use toilets, safety and security of
tourist in the locality shall also come under
preview of Local Management Committees
(LMC).

V) Tourist Information Officers (TIOs) and
Assistant Tourist Information Officers
(ATIOs) shall be appropriately re-designated
and will be given special responsibilities and
powers to act as Tourist Warden.

Thus various steps have been included in the
Tourism Policy of Assam 2017 for involvement of
local people in the tourism development of a
particular tourist place. But its success depends on
how far these measures have been implemented in
actual practice. Otherwise these measures will
remain in paper only and tourism promotion will
not take place.
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For promotion of tourism, local people must
be the main stake holders. They must directly
involve in the tourism promotion of their locality.

The tourist should go to see not only the
particular tourist place of an area but the entire
locality- their customs, traditions, culture, local
product, handicrafts etc.

There may be different shops of handicrafts
items, local food , vegetables in and around the
entire root to the tourist place.

Cultural show may also be organized near the
tourist spot to atiract the visitors.

Process of preparing different ethnic food
may also be demonstrated near the tourist vﬂlagF.
The entire responsibility of developing the tourist
place should be given to the local people, like
cleaning, beautification of the place, car parking
for visitors, make provision for refreshmcnt, pay
and use toilets etc.

They must feel that the tourist pla'x:e is thmr
own property and source of income. And if anyﬂur_ig
happens in the tourist place, the first impact will

fall on the loeal people. If the impact of the incident

is good, the local people will be benefited, more

tourist will come to the area and ifitis bad, itis the
local people who will be the most sufferers, Without
the involvement of local people, tourism
development is not possibie,

The Govt, with the help of local people shoulg
collect feedback from the tourist about their
experience. Based on the information collected
1.hmug|? feedback service, the department shall take
con‘ectu"m steps (o address the concern of tourist

Sankardeva’s
notion of God

£ Kamleswar Baruh
Department of Philosophy

God is the result of religious belief. Religious
people do not ask whether God exists or not, but
he believes that he exists. It is a devine necessity
that there should be a God. There is a difference
between knowledge and belief. We cannot know
God as we know a thing. As most people feel the
necessity of religion, so they also feel the necessity
of God. Therefore they believe in God. And they
do so because they do not have the intention to
enquire the truth behind belief. They assume that
whatever they believe is true, They wanta God asa
creator, sustainer and destroyer of the world. They
need a God for their welfare and existence. Even
the religious people like to think of God from moral
attitudes. They feel that if there were no God then
there might be anarchy and missmanagement inthe
world, Man cannot rule man as they are finite and
limited being. Social and political laws are unable
to govern the role of people. And so, the world
povernor must be infinite and he must be allmighty,
vmnipotent and omniscient Divine God. This is the
aititude of common religious man.

Sankardeva has reflected his concept of God
[rom the religious point of view and at the same
time he advanced philosiphical metaphysical
discussion on the nature of the absolute, I'fom the
religious point of view he dedicated himselfon the

long run towards belief of common people. The
religious common people feel the necessity of
religion and also feel the necessity of God. The
human beings are not Divine being and they are
not infinite. So, they laced with so many troubles
in their lives. Man cannot resolve these troubles li
is enough for us that the Divine God will secure
our lives at the time of troublesome moment. Thus,
Sankaradeva describes that such a Divine God must
be personal. Because only then the devotee can offer
devotion to him and he can talk with him and
express his feelings to Him. So he ascribes name
form, attribute t6 Him in order to bring Him nearer
to him. Man thinks of God as a controller or

" preserver. Mostly he stands as a moral governer.

This personalistic God is like the description of God

" inthe philosophy of Madhavacharya in the East and

philosophy of Spinoza in the west.

Again, Sankardeva depicts the concep of an
impersonalistic nature of God, which is 3rahman,
For a devotee God is a persun, but this personal
God has implicitly a greater position and this greater
position refers to its impersonal character that
consists in Brahman. This Brahman is Absolute.
From his philosophical need, Sankaradeva pictures
the Vedantic nature of Brahman. Sankaradeva
begins his philosophy with God and then scers to
ascend to the level of Brahman. Like
Sankaracharya, the Advaita Vedantist, Sankaradeva
sas the Brahman is Nirguna (Qualityless). But he
has not like Sankaracharya come down from
Brahman to God. Transcendentally God has the
Brahmic enlitity but empirically he has worldly
atiributes understandable to common man. A wise
man when realizes Brahman through intuition, for
him God becomes unneccessary or rather for him
God does not exist. But, for a devotee God is all in
all, Formless Brahman cannot satisfy the minds of
the devotee. from the discussion of Sankaradeva
religious philosophy of God, it can say that

Sankaradeva posits Monotheistic philosophy of
God. His philosophy is neither Polytheism nor
Monism, Polytheism is a pluralistic philosophy. It
believes in the manyness of Gods, of souls and of
the things and beings of the world. The philosophy
Which believes in one reality as the absolute or
Brahman or Substance is known as monism.
Monism denies either pluralism or dualism. In
80ing to aceept only one reality it goes to deny the
ultimate existence of the world and individual souls.
Monotheism, on the other hand is that philosophy
which believes in one God. Monotheism believes

in dualism of God and the world of God and souls,
although it believes in one God and not in many
Gods. It can be said that although Sankardevaisa
monotheist, yet the elements of both the philosophy
of monotheism and monism are there in his
philosophy. He is a monotheist because he believes
inone God only. He is a monist, because he believes
in one reality and that reality is Brahman. Moreover,
his religious approach is going towards
monotheism, So, like an advaitavadin Sankaradeva
speaks of an ultimate reality which is non-dual
Brahman. And at the same like a visistadvaitavadin
he speaks of a God and His creations.

ORIGIN OF THE RAMAYANA :
DIFFERENT THEORIES

4 Jibesh Ch. Roy

We find different theories regarding the origin
of the Ramayana story. Through the story of the
Ramayana is a unique itself, various scholars has
mentioned the Ramayana is to be an amalgamation
of two, three or four different elements, namely-
the Banishment of the hero, Abduction of Sita,
legend of (about) Ravana and Hanumat. According
to the these views the banishment of Rama is the
only element. In the story having a historical basis,
various scholars have offered different theories
regarding the origin of Rama story.

(1) Lesson, who may be said to have
inagorated (he Ramayana studies stated that the
Ramayana had developed in four stages. Indicating
the work to be an allegorically call repretentation

of the Aryan conguer the dravididns of the south.
According to him the original version of the poem
didnot carry the narrative beyoned the banishment
of Rama to the Himalayss, whers his wife Sita and
brother Lakhsman accompanied him in his exite.
In the revision that followed the place of banishment
was changed to the Godabari and a description was
given of the protection afforded by Rama. The
account of the 1st attemipl o subdue the inhavidence
of the decan constituted the next revision while
finally the Hindus gain the knowledge of the island
of ceylon the eeseription knowledge of the ceylon
the description of Rama expedition against Lanka
was incorporated.

(2) After lasson, another sholar weber discuss
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in details all problem of Ramayana. According to
him Dasarathjataka is the source of Balmikis
Ramayana. Which was coutrovorted by other
scholars as Dasarathajataka is a late work besed on
oral tradition in ceylon which arows centuries after
Ramayana. Again, Dasarathajataka is silent about
the abduction of Sita and the description of hight
weber announced that Balmiki was indicate to
homer for this unseen part of the Ramayana. This
view of weber has been said by other scholars like
Jacobe, Vaidya, Hockin and Bulcke.

(3) The most comprehensive and systematic
treatment of several topic connecied with the
Ramayana came from Jacobe in his Dasa
Ramayana. With regarded to the original
development of Rama’s story. Jacobe considered
its to have been the reserve of the bleding of history
and allegory. He takes the palace and the exite to
have real historical leasis. According to him the
second part dealing with the abderction of Silas,
and the killing of Ravana has it's source in the
Rgveda and it represent the narration of terrestorial
even based on mythological elements taken from
the Reveda. Sita, the heroin of the Ramayana is the
Goddess of agriculture in the Rgveda and in the
Ramayana. She is spoken of as having arisen from
the earth. And finnaly this appearing of a considered
Ramayana as a blending of a historical event in the
vedic myth.

Balmiki, the author of the Ramayana,
narrates the origin of the Rama’s story in
introductory portion of the poem. It is mentioned
that in reply to Balmiki’s question about the
information of a perfect man living on the earth.
Narada informed to Balmiki the story of Rama of
Ikkhaku family briging the account to his
coronation and returned to Avodhya after killing
Ravana. After that Narada had left Balmildi went
out to the bank of the river Tamasa. He witness of
a hunter shotting dowa one of the couple. The intens

Immediately Brahma appeared in the seen
and advised Balmiki to write the story of Rama. In
the same pattern of the verse. Brahma taught him
about the past and future of the history of Rama,
Sita, Kush and Laba were living in his Ashrama.

-..No saciety in the past should be viewed in
isolation, not only becausehardly any of the
societies that historians have studied were isolated
inreality, but because many of their most significant
Sfeatures prevailed cver a wide area at the same
time. (John Tosh with Sean Lang, The Pursuit of
History, p.162)

The oxford dictionary delines region as a
continuous part of a surface, space, or body;

This means region not only constitutes
the geography, natural elements and the
demography, but also constitutes the society, its
relations with theenvironment. The interaction thus
forms socio-economic and political identities. These
identities are broadly named as “Cultural units”,
The meaning of culture also differs from one
another. According to E.B. Taylor, “Culture is that
complex whole which includes knowledge, belief,
art, morals, law, customs, and other capabilities and
habits acquired by man as a member of society”.(
Taylor, Primitive Culture, 1871, intro)

From time immemorial the civilization has
witnessed from times unmemorable, the existence
of such cultural units, there interaction with one
another and also the quest for keeping up their
identities and tried to surmount all the challenges
for existence. Regional history is thus, an important
instrument by which it will always be possible for
us to measure the progress made by mankind.
Regional history is becoming more and more
popular, for it has inherit potential of taping varied
kinds of sources for studying the various aspects
of history. Due to this it merits the attention not
only of the specialists in the region but also of
historians working on other aspects of Indian
history. As the scope and importance of Regional
History is too board, the paper limits itself to the
development of regional history in India ai.d its
importance.

Regional history has an importance of its own,
particularly in a vast country like India with its
numerous customs and traditions. A proper study
of the regional history with its historical background
is necessary to understand the unique features of
that particular region. The development of the
regional history has been done by the Annals
School, This school first made its appearance in
1929. Annalism has since played a decisive role in
dictating the agenda of 20th century history writine,
Lucien Febrve and Marc Bloch are known to L»
the founders of this schuol. Febrve, Bloch ajui
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Braudel have contributed a lot towards the
development of this school. As history cannot be
isolated from the other disciplines, the Annal School
consiructed it mainly upon the four main pillars —
geography, demography, sociology and
gconomics.Febrve and Bloch drew primarily upon
sociology, economic history, literature and
psychology.

Different schools such as Anglican,
Nationalist, Economist, Marist, Subaltern etc. have
studied and brought out different dimensions of
under~tanding Indian history.All these schools in
their conventional form of presenting history have
brought out varied and very important information
of the various regions in India. The painstaking
efforts of these schools have produced political,
economic, social, and cultural and many more
dimensions of the regional aspect. In other sense
these schools have contributed indirectly to the
development of regional histories and their
importance in India, So to have a proper
understanding of the development of regional
history it must also be studied with reference to the
various schools of history in India.

The interests which grew towards regional
history has motivated to some extent by a search
for new sources. It resulted in an abundance of
sources such as archaeological, epigraphical,
historical literature, religious literature, archival
records and autobiographies ete. all of which have
added to the body of information available on the
history of many regions of the sub-continent. It is
however at the interpretational level that the interest
in regional history assumes greater historiographical
potential, a potential with which we are perhaps as
yet not altogether fully familiar.

The historical interest in regions such as
South-India, North-East, Bengal and Maharashtra
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coincided with the new sources providing
information particularly on what came to be
regarded as the inter-empire periods of Indian
history or alternatively complementing the
information available from the records outside the
region. It began to be seen that the supposed ,,Dark
Ages stressed by the historiography of the 19th
century were far from dark and that the lacunae
could be eliminated by using local source material.
It is in these inter-imperial periods that the nature
of historical change at the regional level can be seen
more clearly. |

Regional history has thus become a corrective
to the earlier tendency to generalize about the sub-
continent from the perspective of the Ganges Valley.
Due to the spread of nationalism in various states it
increased the interest in regional history. This
interest has brought its own perspective of the
emergence of professional groups who participated
in the national movement and at the same time
sought for an identity from the past. This process
has since continued into the post-independence
period. It can be stated that historical writing often
takes the form of a desire to establish an identity
on the part of the social group to which the historian
belongs. For example, the history of various
indigenous communities of Northeast has brought
into light different customs, traditions, and belief
systems of the people which was neglected by the
historians in particular.

A lot of attention has been given by
RomilaThapar, towards the importance of Regional
History. She in her presidential address at Punjab
History Conference, at Patiala in 1976 delivered
her lecture on *The Scope and Significance of
Regional History™ she has used Punjab as a case
study for understanding and constructing a regional
history. She has drawn attention to three trends.
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Firstly, acceptance of the conventicnal periodization
of Ancient, Medieval and Modern. Periodization
does merely imply time-brackets; it also involves
historical assumptions. The acceptance of this
periodization imposes assumptions on the historical
data from regional sources. Pericdization must not
be used as a convenience to suit the purpose nor
should it be allowed to become an intellectual
truth.Secondly, theories in vogue believed to be
almostobvious must not be endorsed for
understanding regional history. Thirdly, inevitable
search for a golden age traced by a dominant group
which is described in glowing tints of cultural
renaissance.

Regional history must not be subjected to
mere generalizations of Indian ideology. On the
contrary analysis of the historical patterns of the
region must be studied. When a researcher begins
with a region having a history he tries to analyze
the roots i.e. administrative or political urges or a
combination of many factors. While analyzing it is
equally imperative to consider which preceded it
and which came subsequently. The next important
problem the researcher faces in fixing the
geographical boundaries of the region. This fixing
of boundaries is a complex task in itself, for a man
made boundaries change frequently and rapidly
with political change. The only stable boundaries
are geographical and even these are liable to be

substantially modified by ecological changes, The
definition of a region requires the correlation of
many facets in the study of historical evolution.

Regional history has to be understood with
high level of objectivity. The element of subjectivity
can reduce regional history to be a hypocritical
afTair. It must be researched in proper context to
the existing cultural patierns also great care must
be taken while comparing regions and formulating
their analysis. Comparative studies would suggest
the similarities within the two regions, thereby
enabling a wider generalization. Dissimilarities
would indicate the particular regional factors and
would lead to the modification of the broader
generalization.

Regional histories are histories of great
significant value. It is essentially due to them new
sources are added to the existent ones. Regional
history shedsnew light on the unknown sections of
the society and there culture, there by enriching our
knowledge of the subaltern aspects of our society’s.
It strengthens the bonds between varied regions,
by doing comparative and statistical analysis.
Moreover it also helps in understanding the modes
of administration and urbanization. Hence the ‘cope
and significance of Regional history is ever
extending and broadening the horizons of historical
knowledge. W

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HISTORY OF ASSAMESE NEWS PAPER

The history of Assamese Newspaper is one
hundred and fifty years long which carries a
richlegacy of revolutionary times and events
throughout the process of its development several
news papers and magazine are related with many
revolutionary phase of Assamese society and lit-
erafure.

The first Assamese newspaper (News Maga-
zing) Oruncdai was published in 1846 and its was
published from Sivasagar Mission press and its edi-
tor was Dr. Nathan Brown by published.

In American Baptist Missionaries charg the
history of Assam and also changed the social his-
tory of Assam. Orunadoi was a precusses of
Assamese grammer, dictionary, Drama, poem vari-
ous type article and school books, Orunadoi had
tried to establish Assamese tangue and literature
by giving it a proper structure and also tried to
awake a conscience about education and culture
among to people who were concerned with aca-
demic and cultural progress of Assam, From 1861
Orunodoi became Orunadoi according to the new
spelling system introduced by Hemechandra
Baruah.

In 1871 a monthly newspaper ‘Assam
Belasini’ was published from Dharma Prakash
Tantral Majuli, In 1872 first weekly newspaper
“Assam Mihir’ was published from Guwahati, Af-
ter that ‘Goalpara Hitsadhini® (1876), ‘Assam
News' (1882), “Asom Bandhy’ (1885), ‘Mou’
(1886) was published.

The first English news paper of Assam was
‘Assam News' (1882-85), which was edited by

Hemechandra Barua. This paper published weekly
in two languges. Assamese and English both. The
use of word ‘Batari Kakat® in Assamese for En-
glish word ‘News Paper’ was started in this News
Paper.

An english weekly. Times of Assam’ was pub-
lished in 1895 from Dibrugarh, This News Paper,
edited by Radhakanta chang Kakati, broughtout
akind of renaissances into the tradition of News-
paper of Assam. This Newspaper which its shape
and size in corporating various news, articles, com-
merce and business information and social events
etc. was a complete newspaper in the real sense of
term.

The appearence of ‘Jonaki’ in a very signifi-
cant event in the history of Assamese
and Journal. In 1889 it was published from Kolkata
under the edetorship of Chandra Kanta Agarwala,
Jonaki contributed a great deal towards the
Assamese langue and literature during its early
years, Following the footsteps of Jonaki many other
such journals like Bijuli (1890), Assam Bonti
(1900), Usha (1907) Advocate of Assam Milon etc.
were published. Another milestone in the history
of Assamese journalism got a boast with its motto
of paitriolism Jonaki Janmabhumi Swargadapi
Gariyashi.

A Monthly magazine *Awahan (1929) was
published from Kolkata and the editor was Dina
Math Sharma.

A new chapter was added to the history of
Assamese Newspaper with publication of *Dainik
Batori'. The first Assamese daily in (1935). This
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Jorhar bused newspaper initiated the trand of pre-

senting current hot news with atiractive headline
which were bought from reuters and associated
press in telegraphic from and then translated into
Assamese garlier in 1931. another newspaper
“Nagarar” Katha’ was published from Jorhat under
the editorship of Mofozul Hussain,

‘Ramdhenu’ was another impartant journal
of Assam which was published from Guwahati in
1951 afier Ramdhennu *Monideep (1960), Amiar
pratinidhi (1959), these two literary readers deeply.
Some other contemporary magazines were
‘posowa’ (1948), purbakash prabah (1935) etc.

‘Bismai® was another magazine which could
give away an altogether different taste to its read-
ers from the very biging, It was published in 1969
and edited by Shashi Phukan. Bismai set up a new
trend in the literature of news magazines by pub-
lishing mysterious, detective, thrilling.
Adventureious events and stori¢s of real life, Drama
etc.

‘Assam Tribune Group’ published Asom bani
in 1955 & *Dainik Asom’ in 1965. ‘Saptahik
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Nilachal” in 1964, Agradoot in 1971, Dainilf
Janambhumi in 1972, (from Jorhat by Janam Bhurmi
Group.

Assamese newspaper worked as the medium
of expressing opinion, the weapon for struggle and
agitation and the tool for reformation at that time.
Patriolism love for the language and keen interest
for independence of the country. enterpreneurship
of Assamese middle class people. We the main ob-
jectives of those newspaper.

Narme of some newspaper and magazings of
current time are-

Agir Asom, Amar Asom, Santinal, Asomiya
Pratidin, Aji etc,

Magazine - Prantik, Gyandeep, Shrumoyees,
Priya Sakhi, Nandini, Maya etc.
